n August 1992, Willbros began work on a contract awarded by
Shell Petroleum Development Company of Nigeria Limited for the
installation of 83 km (52 miles) of 36-inch pipeline with scraper

traps from Rumuekpe to Bomu. The scope also included modifications
to 11 manifolds and hot tap tie-ins to the Trans-Niger Pipeline.

Willbros’ responsibilities included:

• Backfilling
• Civil and electrical works

Peak manpower during this contract included 516 nationals and 94
expatriates. 

ROW difficulties pushed the project into the rainy season causing
delays in completion of the manifolds. Despite delays, the project was
completed in November 1994.
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
