I
n December 1998, Willbros was chosen to install two offshore
platforms near the estuary of the Calabar River in Nigeria. To
ensure that the desired mooring plan was achieved without

damage to existing subsea facilities, Willbros utilized multiple anchor
handling tugs during anchor setting operations. The weight of the
Abana East and Abana West decks were 105 and 98 short tons with
water depths of 70 and 50 feet, respectively.  

Due to the severe currents and dramatic tidal fluctuations in this
area, water depths were extremely varied and caused logistical
difficulties in executing the project. Currents encountered during
installation activities commonly exceeded five knots during tidal
changes. Despite the logistical difficulties, Willbros completed the
project within 10 days.

The project was completed by year-end 1998.
