Environmental services included spill contingency plans and air
quality and drainage considerations.
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The detailed scope of work included installing concrete pipe
supports (for the elevated portion of flowlines); welding the required
length of new carbon steel line pipe along the flowline route;
excavating trenches (for the belowground portion of flowlines);
cleaning, priming, coating, wrapping, and lowering the required footage
of welded and radiographed pipe; hydrostatic testing; and backfilling
trenches.

During the tie-in of wellhead and surface safety manifold to
flowline, Willbros provided services including laying, stringing, and
welding 4- or 6-inch pipe between the wellhead manifold and surface
safety manifold and connecting the two manifolds. Willbros also
connected the surface safety manifold to the newly laid flowline.
